Bidders will not be permitted to alter or modify their bids after expiry of the 
deadline for receipt of bids.

1. 	 The Contractor shall undertake the sanitation services to maintain cleanliness of 
high standard for its Lawns, Sports Ground and building namely the 
Administrative Block, Science Block Laboratories, Principal's Bungalow, Roads 
of the staff quarters Class Room Corridor, Inside and outside of the two main 
gates of the coliege, Toilet, and other areas as per need for a period of one year, 

2. 	 The payment by the CoUege to the Contractor shall be made by the 20th of each 
succeeding month if the bill along with required documents is received by 1st 

working day of the succeeding month along with satisfactory report from aU 
the departments. 

3. 	 The scope of work [or the Contractor shall nonnally include general sweeping, 
mopping, washing, dusting, removing of cobwebs including of furni ture fixture 
and fittings, laboratory' equipment computers etc. cleaning of toilet blocks, water 
oolers, overhead water tanks. desert cooler, washbasins, stairway, common lobby 

and lifting/disposal garbage etc. The work shall also include filling of water in 
desert cooler during summer season~ watering the indoor plants and all incidental 
activities necessary for cleaning, sanitation and housekeeping.

In the event of a person not being available for any 
reason, the Contractor shall immediately provide a substitute without any 
additional charge and shall ensure standard cleanliness to the entire satisfaction of 
the College Authority. Any number of absentee on a particular day will attract 
penalty i.e. double the wages. 

6. 	 The Contractor shall issue aprons/unifonns to all their persons engaged in the 
work. The worker without uniform will not be allowed entry in the college. 

7. 	 The Contractor shall provide Police verification for the house keeping employees 
deployed in the premises of the College authority immediately before starting the 
work, including full details of the employees.

CoUege nor shall claim any salary, allowances, compensation, damages or 
anything arising out of their engagement/duty under this agreement. 

12. The Contractor shall be responsible to provide all statutory benefits or otherwise 
to the persons engaged and the College shall not have any liability whatsoever, on 
this account.

AGREMENT FOR SANITATION CONTRACT 


This agreement made at New Delhi on between the Chairman, Governing 
Body through the Principal, Bhaskaracharya College of Applied Sciences (University of 
Delhi) hereinafter called "Principal Employer" which shall excluded by or repugnant to the 
context, be deemed to include his successors in office and assignees of the one part and MIs 
_______registered with Registrar of Companies Act, Indian Partnership Act or 
any other act (documentary proof t be attached) of Mis hereafter called "the 
Contractor" which expression shall, unless excluded by or repugnant to this context be 
deemed to include its/their heirs, successors, executors administrators representatives and 
assignees) of the other part. 

Whereas the Principal Employer is desirous to award contract for Sanitary (House 
Keeping) Services which includes sweeping and cleaning jobs in the premises of the 
Principal employer. This contract shall be effective from initially for a period of 
three montbs and if the performance of the contractor is found to be satisfactory the 
contract wiJI be extended for a further period of nine months thus making a total of 
twelve months, i.e. upto . The Contractor shall provide total Seven Safai 
Karmacharies for providing the sanitary services. The contract will include following 
activities/jobs: 

a. 	 Sweeping in covered area including dusting of furniture, windows, fans, lights etc. 
b. 	 weeping, Washing, Scrubbing, Swabbing etc. of corridors, staircase, room etc. and 

cleaning articles lying therein.
